Asks and answers thoughtful questions,
uses RR script as guide, marks significances of notations, includes definitions of unfamiliar words.

27 pts. Thoughtful. Thorough, thoughtful and mostly analytical annotations. Questions and answers
are more infrequent, use of RR script is less apparent, markings of significances of notations is
less prevalent, definitions of unfamiliar words are less evident than in a strong response. Or,
good analysis but detrimentally sparse annotation.

24 pts. Adequate. Occasional analysis, but primarily superficial, summary annotations. Minimal
questioning/answering, use of RR script, evidence of significance of annotations, and defining of
unfamiliar words. Or, helpful annotations, but too sparse to fully assist comprehension and
analysis requirements.

21 pts. Inadequate. Incomplete and superficial annotations. Questions the text but offers no answers.
Marks unknown words, but doesn’t attempt to define. Little analysis. Little reference to RR
script.

18 pts. Insufficient attempt. Unacceptably incomplete. Assighnment begun but not continued; large

spans of no annotation or notes. No reference to RRS.
